Patriotic Trivia: Test your knowledge of American history and traditions with a
themed trivia game.

Fireworks Bingo: Play bingo with cards featuring fireworks and other 4th of July
symbols.

Stars and Stripes Relay Race: Divide into teams and race while carrying flags or
other patriotic props.

American Flag Puzzle Race: Race to complete a puzzle of the American flag against
friends or family members.

Statue of Liberty Statue Guessing Game: Have participants guess how many
miniature Statue of Liberty statues are hidden around the venue.

Patriotic Ring Toss: Set up a ring toss game with poles decorated as flagpoles and
rings representing stars or stripes.

Balloon Pop Relay: Race to pop red, white, and blue balloons by sitting on them
before passing the baton.

American Revolution Role-play: Act out scenes from the American Revolution
with improvised costumes and props.

Bald Eagle Egg Hunt: Hide toy bald eagles or eggs decorated as bald eagles for
children to find.

Patriotic Musical Chairs: Play musical chairs with patriotic music and chairs
decorated with American flags or colors.
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Star Spangled Capture the Flag: Play a patriotic version of capture the flag with
teams defending their flags painted with stars and stripes.

Firework Charades: Act out different types of fireworks for others to guess.
Parade Float Building Contest: Divide into teams and create miniature parade
floats with patriotic themes.

Revolution with a themed trivia pursuit game.

Firework Pictionary: Draw different types of fireworks while others guess what
you're drawing.
