1. Tattoo Studio Open House: Attend an open house event at a local tattoo studio to meet 
artists, see their portfolios, and learn about the tattooing process. 

2. Tattoo Art Workshop: Join a workshop on designing tattoos or practicing tattoo 
drawing techniques, guided by professional tattoo artists. 

3. Tattoo Photo Exhibition: Visit a gallery or community space displaying tattoo 
photography, highlighting the stories and meanings behind people’s ink. 

4. Temporary Tattoo Station: Set up a station with temporary tattoos for friends and 
family to try out designs before committing to the real thing.

36. Tattoo Design Telephone Game: Play a game of telephone where players sketch a 
design based on the previous player’s drawing, revealing the final sketch. 

37. Tattoo Drawing Blindfolded: Players take turns drawing a tattoo design blindfolded 
while others guess the intended symbol or style. 

38. Guess the Tattoo Style: Show examples of tattoos and have players guess the style, such 
as traditional, realism, or tribal. 



39. Tattoo Charms Scavenger Hunt: Hide tattoo-inspired charms or small symbols around 
the area for players to find within a set time. 

40. Tattoo Flash Art Puzzle: Print large images of tattoo flash art, cut into pieces, and have 
teams race to assemble the complete puzzle.

45. Tattoo Artist Trivia Jeopardy: Play Jeopardy with categories about tattoo history, 
techniques, famous artists, and iconic tattoos. 

46. Tattoo Memory Match: Create pairs of tattoo flash art cards and play a memory game, 
finding matching tattoo designs. 

47. Tattoo Guessing with Close-Ups: Show extreme close-ups of tattoos and have players 
guess what the complete design is. 

48. Tattoo Inspired Drawing Relay: Form teams to draw parts of a tattoo design in relay 
style, creating a collaborative tattoo artwork. 

49. Name That Tattoo Symbol: Describe common tattoo symbols or their meanings, and 
see if players can identify the symbol.
