88. Soccer Field Place Mats: Cut green felt into soccer field shapes and add white lines with 

fabric paint for DIY place mats. 
89. Soccer Ball Wall Clock: Use a round wooden plaque and paint it to resemble a soccer 

ball, then add clock hands. 
90. Soccer Jersey Quilt: Sew together old soccer jerseys to create a cozy quilt for picnics or 

movie nights.
